Here is my rig for carrying either a handgun or a tool like
a hatchet or tomahawk from a chest/fshoulder position,
shifting 3ome of the equipment weight from your waist_

The basic chest/shoulder harness is made of 1" flat, tubular nylon
webbing (which iz both soft & quite strong), uzing "Fastex" style
plastic fittings. The design shown is for a basic "carry” on your
left side (i.e., for a right-handed person). The length of the various
parts of the design must be configured o the individual's size. “ou
want to leave enough ad justrment capability so the harness can be

worn over a tee—shirt in warm weather or over a heavy
jacket/coat in winter. The diagram shows the way | finally
configured my harness.

& fittings wou could use. &l sewing was simply hand-stitching
uzing heawy duty nylon thread, All cut ends of the nylon webbing
were also melted & finally dipped in polyurethane varnish to
prevent fraying.
